EIFSC Ice Rules

1. Only EIFSC skaters and coaches in good standing with the club and the USFSA are eligible to utilize club ice sessions. Approved guests are also eligible to use club ice after appropriate paperwork is completed.  All the above participants are subject to the EIFSC ice rules.
2. All members must check-in with the ice monitor and pay for the session before going on the ice.  
3. All skaters who wish to have a tape/CD played should line their tapes up by the tape player. Tapes/CD’s are lined up front (first) to back (last).  After a tape/CD has been played, it will be placed at the end of the line. Once a tape/CD has started, the tape/CD will not be stopped or restarted.

4. The skater whose tape/CD is being played has the right of way.  All other skaters must yield to this skater.  Warnings may be issued in a polite fashion by saying "Excuse me!”  Skaters and professionals should give way courteously, and rudeness will not be tolerated.

5. An instructor may ask that the tape/CD of a skater who is having a lesson be moved up in line. The tape/CD will be played next, after the current tape/CD is played or finished.  An instructor may ask for a tape/CD to be moved up in line once per skater during a lesson. 

6. If the session is not busy (less than five tapes/CD submitted), the skaters and coaches may play tapes as needed.

7. Skaters in lessons have right of way after program skaters.  All other skaters must yield to this skater, also.  All skaters in lessons must yield to a skater whose tape/CD is being played.

8. Skaters should not monopolize certain sections of the ice, especially the center and end landing zones. Skaters should use common sense and courtesy to avoid collisions or startling another skater.

9. Skaters may not be on the ice at the same time as the Zamboni.

10. To avoid accidents, all camel and flying spins should be practiced at center ice. This is the only place on the ice where camel and flying spins may be practiced unless a skater is doing his/her program. 

11. Do not intentionally skate into the path of a jump of another skater.  To avoid accidents, skaters should avoid the lutz corners unless practicing lutzes. 

12. Coaches are expected to teach ice etiquette rules to the skaters and encourage them to obey them.  Skaters that are in a lesson should be observed by their coach and aided in skating safely.

13. Personal music players (walkman, MP3 players, etc) can be used with our music system, but earphones / headsets cannot be placed in the skaters ears. This is for your safety and the safety of those around you.

14.  Socializing is to be enjoyed off the ice.  Skaters and Coaches standing and talking present a danger to other skaters.

15. The following behaviors are not acceptable on the ice: 

a. chewing gum or eating

b. kicking the ice or boards

c. profanity or derogatory comments
d. Verbal or physical abuse or intimidation
e. intentionally moving into the path of another skater

f. laying on the ice

g. loud or distracting noises (including yelling and clapping)

h. chatting/visiting on the ice for prolonged periods
i. inappropriate and unacceptable public displays of affection
j. other behaviors that could endanger the safety of themselves or other skaters

16. Monitors reserve the right to remove a club member from the session should that member not heed requests to adhere to the EIFSC Ice Rules.  Skaters who observe or experience behaviors that could endanger other skaters should report to the ice monitor immediately.
The EIFSC board and the skaters thank you for following these rules!

Guidelines for Ice Monitor:

Your first responsibility to check in the skaters and make sure everyone pays. All skaters need to pay before they enter the ice. THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT! 

Return the registration book to the EIFSC file cabinet.

Put the money collected in the provided envelopes, complete the information requested on the envelopes and put the envelope in the treasurers folder in the box in the CRIA office.
