EIFSC Club Office Locker

Policy & Procedures

Purpose:  

The Club Office Lockers were purchased to be a benefit and resource to all Eastern Iowa club skaters and professional staff.  The purpose of this document is to insure that all skaters and professionals have fair and equal opportunity to use this resource.  These policies also are to insure the security and safety of the locker facility.  

Eligibility:  

Skaters and professional coaches must be members in good standing with the Eastern Iowa Figure Skating Club to be eligible to use the club lockers.  The annual locker rent fee of $35 must be included with the yearly club membership fee and is due June 25th each year.  

Locker Policies

· The lockers are the property of EIFSC.  
· The lockers are available for EIFSC members in good standing with the Eastern Iowa FSC.

· The annual locker rent fee of $35 must be included with the yearly club membership fee and is due on June 25th each year.
· No food is allowed in the club office or in the lockers unless the room is being used for special events & hospitality.
· Renters are to insure that the proper care of equipment stored in the lockers to avoid smells or other unpleasant health conditions.
· No markers, stickers or any other decorations allowed that would permanently mar the lockers or remove any of the finish.  The locker is to stay in the same condition as it was when rented.  (Magnets are allowed)
· Renters may secure the lockers with a lock.
· Renters are to respect others property in the club office, including club property that is stored in the room.
· If there is more demand for lockers than there are lockers available.  Renters will be asked to share lockers and the $35 cost.
· Currently the entry to the club office is in the CR Ice Arena office.
· EIFSC board reserves the right to evict a locker renter due to non-payment, dirt, smell or other offensive situations if the situation persists after verbal warning.  
· EIFSC has the right to remove locks from lockers at anytime.
· EIFSC is not responsible for any lost or stolen articles that may be left in the lockers or in the club office.
Associate (non-home club) members may also be eligible for renting an EIFSC locker when the following conditions are met:

· Current locker tenants have first choice to renew/rent a locker.

· Eligible home club members will have second choice to rent a locker.

· Associate (non-home club) members may rent a locker for a $70 annual fee when all obligations to current tenants and home club members are met first.
